This unit pulls out of its storage compartment. It requires certain chemicals and attention to ensure that it operates effectively.

Preparing for use

Open the access door on the rear offside of the motor home and swing out the fresh water fill funnel ( see yellow cap ). 

Fill the freshwater tank using a hose or jerrycan until water level reaches the neck. The tank capacity is 15 litres. Use Aqua Rinse to improve the cleaning of the bowl and flushing of the unit.

Add 100ml of Aqua Kem and a small amount of water to the main cassette which controls odors. To completely remove the unit for cleaning or emptying press the retainer clip as shown in illustration 14 of diagram 2. Once the retaining clip has been pressed downwards you may pull the cassette straight out. 
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	Toilet Full Indicator

A full cassette has a capacity of 20 litres. You can tell when it is ready for emptying by the waste level guage indicator changing from the green colour shown here to red. 

The guage does not begin to move from green to red until the tank is over half full. 

DO NOT ALLOW TO OVERFILL
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	Flushing the toilet

To flush after use press the flush knob down while turning in an anti clockwise direction.

The turning motion opens the valve and empties the toilet bowl. After flushing turn knob clockwise to close valve blade.

Winter use. Add anti freeze to the fresh water tank.
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
